Parent-Teacher Interviews

all students in the same year level. The Effort is based on your child’s commitment etc to learning and is not a 
comparison with other students. 
Subjects which are taught by specialist teachers (Music, LOTE, HPE) have been assessed and reported on by them. 
Conversations concerning these learning areas are to be directed to the relevant specialist.

The rainy weather usually causes more cars to be in the vicinity of the School so please be extra careful around our 
School.
