medication comes.   There must be a printed 
label stating the patient's name, dosage and 
prescribing doctor’s name. 
NON-PRESCRIPTION MEDICATION 
A letter is required from your doctor indicating 
dosage, time medication is to be taken etc.  This 
includes Panadol and Nurofen. 
No medication can be administered without these 
steps being followed.
