At the end of last year, the 2008 Student 
Council had raised sufficient funds to 
purchase a Rock Climbing Wall for the 
school.  Since then, a lot of behind the 
scenes work has been done to arrange for 
the supply and erection of the rock wall.  
 
There have been several stumbling blocks to 
overcome, including the purchase of the 
correct soft fall surfacing which has proved 
to be way more expensive than previously 
allowed for.  The cost of transporting the 
rock wall was also far more than what was 
budgeted for. 
 
An application was made to the Boyne 
Smelter Employees Community Development 
Fund to assist with the purchase and 
installation of the soft fall for the rock wall.  
The school was successful, and the fund has 
committed to covering the cost for the entire 
supply and installation of the soft fall.   
 
The Boyne Smelter Employees Community 
Development Fund consists of smelter 
employees who donate money from their 
wages each month.  These funds are then 
allocated to projects in the local community.  
This is not the first time our school has 
benefited from the generosity of the Fund, 
and their support of our school is greatly 
appreciated.  The school would also like to 
thank the families who donate money from 
their wages to the fund each month.   
 
Mr Sanger has once again volunteered to 
donate his time and expertise to excavate the 
area to the required specification which has 
also saved the student council a substantial 
amount of money.
